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A conference to mark the 30th anniversary of the Krakéw Chamber of Tourism was held on 7 October at the
Conference and Exhibition Centre at Kosciuszko Mound.

From its inception, the Chamber has been the initiator of many significant industry activities,
including the tourism exchange, the Krakéw Tourist Salon, the host of the 2nd Congress of Polish
Travel Agencies and the organiser of the Krakéw Tourism Forum. Poland's accession to the European
Union and the Schengen Area posed new challenges. True, the number of tourists increased, but
travel agents began to lose market share. They therefore started to avail themselves of assistance
measures. Since 2009, the Chamber has received financial support from the voivodeship to carry out
study tours, workshops, training courses and promotional projects as part of the ‘Matopolska
Goscinna’ competition. In December 2019, ‘Travel Meetings Krakéw Matopolska’ #TMKM2019 was
organised, which included a series of conferences, seminars, workshops and study tours.
